      THIS IS A SUGGESTED LIST – USE IT AS A GUIDE 
 

6 towels – washcloths 1 pair WATERPROOF HIKING SHOES – A MUST 

4 bathing suits 1 RAINCOAT OR PONCHO – A MUST 

1 bathrobe 2 pairs of sneakers (1 for use in gym) 

8 shirts 1 hat 

4 pairs of shorts 16 undergarments 

16 pairs of socks 1 heavy jacket 

10 T shirts 1 lightweight jacket (windbreaker) 

4 pairs of pants 2 sweaters or sweatshirts 
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Commercial laundry service will be provided once a week.  Expensive clothing, clothing prone to shrinkage, 

delicate clothing, and clothing that has never been washed should not be given to the commercial service.  

Camp is NOT RESPONSIBLE for loss or damage to clothing.  Coin operated washing machines and 

dryers are available for staff use. 

 

All clothing should be clearly labeled with name tags or indelible ink. 

 

Clothing For Shabbat – Staff members are expected to wear white shirts on Friday nights. 

 

Shoes – Program staff members must bring a pair of sturdy shoes suitable for walking and hiking over rough 

terrain.  Hiking is an important part of our program, and the area around camp is quite rugged.
